PHEP Connects Webinar Scheduled for December 9 
CDC's next PHEP Connects webinar is scheduled for 1 p.m. 
EST on Wednesday, December 9. This webinar will 
introduce a new CDC online tool, “Crosswalk of the Public 
Health Accreditation Board’s (PHAB) Standards and 
Measures and CDC’s Public Health Emergency Preparedness and Response Capabilities.”  Participants will 
learn about the capabilities and accreditation standards and how they can use the new Accreditation and 
Preparedness Crosswalk to quickly identify direct and indirect connections between the two sets of standards. 

Webinar presenters include David Dickerson from CDC’s Center for Preparedness and Response (CPR) and 
Liza Corso from CDC’s Center for State, Tribal, Local, and Territorial Support (CSTLTS). Developed 
collaboratively by CPR and CSTLTS, the Accreditation and Preparedness Crosswalk is intended to help public 
health preparedness and accreditation staff quickly recognize areas where preparedness activities, 
procedures, and documentation might support PHAB accreditation efforts. There are also many areas in which 
PHAB accreditation and quality improvement efforts may contribute to strengthening the capacity of public 
health departments to prepare for and respond to public health threats and emergencies.

Health Crisis Response funding mechanism. The ABU list will now be in effect through January 31, 2022, 
meaning the current 65 jurisdictions will not have to resubmit ABU applications this year. This extension of your 
eligibility does not impact the budget period of your current COVID-19 award through TP18-1802. 

In addition, OGS has approved a no-cost extension for the COVID-19 supplemental funding awarded through 
the CDC COVID-19 Crisis Response Cooperative Agreement. Currently, about 65% of the $755 million has 
been committed, with approximately 50% of funds expended. Recipients that need more time to complete their 
planned activities will be able to request up to an additional 12 months to do so, with activities to be completed 
no later than March 15, 2022. Additional details on requesting a no-cost extension are forthcoming. 

CDC Provides New COVID-19 Vaccine Planning Resources
CDC has updated its Vaccine Storage and Handling Toolkit with a COVID-19 Vaccine Addendum. Released 
on November 20, the addendum provides information, recommendations, and resources to assist vaccination 
providers in properly storing and handling COVID-19 vaccines to meet the requirements of the COVID-19 
Vaccination Program Provider Agreement as well as information on storage and handling best practices. 

CDC will update the addendum with specific storage and handling information for each COVID-19 vaccine 
product as it becomes available. CDC encourages jurisdictions and providers to sign up for email alerts on the 
Vaccine Storage and Handling Toolkit website to be notified when updates are made or to check the website 
often for updated information. 

In addition, CDC has released “COVID-19 Vaccine Training: General Overview of Immunization Best Practices 
for Healthcare Professionals.” This is a new, web-on-demand, self-paced module for healthcare providers who 
will be administering COVID-19 vaccine. This module provides healthcare providers with information about 
COVID-19 vaccine Emergency Use Authorization and safety, as well as general information about vaccine 
storage, handling, administration, and reporting. Continuing education will not be available for this module, but 
there will be a certificate of completion available. Information about the module can be found 
at www.cdc.gov/vaccines/covid-19/vaccination-resources.html.
