To log into the Indicators, go to the following Web address: http://apps.nccd.cdc.gov/DASHWebSurvey/Login.aspx

Enter the following information:

Username: demo_user
Password: pass (make sure it is all lowercase)
After entering the information, click the Submit button.

DO NOT USE YOUR PREVIOUSLY ASSIGNED USERNAME AND PASSWORD FOR THIS DEMO.  IT WILL NOT WORK ON THIS SYSTEM.
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A successful login will take you to the User Home Page of the Indicators.  

	To begin the Demo


Select the Begin 2005 SEA HIV Indicators DEMO link.  (Although the link is to a demonstration for state education agencies, local education agencies can also use this as a demonstration for the HIV Indicators.)
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You are now on the Demo Home Page.  From this page you can do the following:

1. View Survey Instructions – Allows you to view instructions as they appear on the front cover of the paper version.  

2. Resume Survey – The links will allow you to:   

(1) Resume at the beginning of your survey.  

(2) Resume where you left off after your last save.   

3. View/Print current survey – Allows you to view or print a copy of your current responses entered in the survey.  

4. View/Print blank survey – Allows you to view or print a copy of a blank survey in preparation for data entry.    

5. Check My Work – Checks for consistency and unanswered questions prior to survey submission.  

6. Delete All Answers – Deletes all previously entered responses.  Use with extreme caution because responses cannot be recovered.
