Please note that data from the spend planning workbook must be manually entered into VOFA.  The process is not automatic.  

 

Grantees have until close of business on August 30, 2008 to complete the 2009 VOFA. The reason for such a short turnaround time is because we must begin developing target budgets for 2009 so that those funds are available for grantees as soon as possible after the October 1.  We recognize that this creates difficulties for many grantees and apologize for the short timeline.  In future years, we will have VOFA available earlier in the year to allow grantees ample opportunity to create their spend plans.

 

There are few changes to the 2009 VOFA from prior years.  Some of the changes are as follows:

· Td-containing vaccines have been collapsed into a single category marked Td/Tdap. 

· CDC no longer pre-populates the 317 vaccine schedule with ACIP recommendations. Rather, we allow grantees to determine which vaccines they intend to purchase with their 317 dollars. 

· The Hib schedule is now unlocked as the Hib supply is anticipated to return to normal within the next several months. Grantees should note, however, that Hib allocations will continue until such time as we are notified that the supply issues no longer exist.  Grantees should not expect to receive all of their Hib needs in the spend plan until then. 

· The methodology for determining the baseline needs for flu vaccine in the VFC eligible population is attached above, and can also be found at www.cdc.gov/flu after August 16, 2008. 

· Vaccine listing has been updated to include: Pentacel, Kinrix, and Rotarix 

· Please be sure that the remainder of the 2008-2009 influenza vaccine purchases that you did not already put into the 2008 VOFA are reflected in the months in which you intend to distribute them (e.g. October, November, and December).
