Subject: Flu vaccine distribution at McKesson--Level 2

Dear Grantees:  

We know that you’re receiving calls from providers, and we want to provide you with an update about anticipated vaccine arrivals at McKesson.  As all of us who work with flu vaccine know, we cannot guarantee these dates until we actually receive the vaccine from the manufacturers, but we wanted to provide you with the best estimate we have for vaccine arrival at this point.  As you'll see from the specifics listed below, we anticipate that you will have a significant proportion of all vaccine types/brands available for ordering by the end of the month. 

At this time: 
(1)  the majority of LAIV has arrived, with the remaining doses anticipated by the end of September; and (2) all of the GSK vaccines (Fluarix and Flulaval) have arrived.

By the end of September, we anticipate having: 
(1) all of the Novartis vaccine; and (2) half of each of the sanofi products checked in at McKesson and ready for order. We expect the second half of the sanofi products to be available at McKesson for order by the last week of October.

Please check your daily allocation balance sheet reports so that you will know exactly when your vaccine is available for order.  If you have questions about this report, please contact Ken Sharp (ksharp@cdc.gov) or Lisa Galloway (lgalloway@cdc.gov).
We are in frequent discussions with the manufacturers as bulk vaccine orders are shipped to McKesson, and we are talking daily with McKesson about flu vaccine receipts and provider orders.  We will keep you posted of any changes to the anticipated schedule outlined above or any other issues related to flu vaccine distribution.
