Dear Grantees: 

The flu allocation application for tracking influenza vaccine orders against your seasonal allocations is now activated!

In an effort to keep you up to date with your influenza vaccine orders, we have implemented the new vaccine allocation functionality in NIPVAC.  One feature of this functionality is notification of orders that exceed your available influenza vaccine allocations.  If you exceed your allocation for an influenza vaccine product, you will receive information about this over allocation in the order processing notification received following order transmission.  Any flu orders over the allocation will be summarized in the "Over Allocation" line of this auto generated email (sample below). A separate attachment listing these held flu orders will be included.

(a) This number represents the season total number of pre-booked doses for this particular product on the CDC contracts and non-CDC contracts.  It represents the sum of the number of doses the grantee prebooked with CDC and the number of doses that the grantee reported to CDC that had been ordered on non-CDC contracts.  This number will remain constant over the course of the season; unless the grantee requests to order additional doses of this product, transfers or received additional vaccine from another grantee, etc.  

(b) This number represents the total number of doses of this particular product that are available for order as of the report date. It is based upon the total number of doses available for shipment at McKesson as of the report date.  Based on confirmation of doses received by McKesson, including doses from CDC contracts and non-CDC contracts, the number will increase.  By the end of season, b (total doses available to order) should equal a (season total doses).

(c) This number represents the total number of doses whose orders have been approved and sent to McKesson for this particular product by the grantee as of the report date.  Note:  No assumptions can be made about the shipment of these doses from the information in this report.  

(d) This number represents the doses for this product that have been ordered by the grantee and are in excess of the grantee’s available doses to order (b) and are therefore on hold.  If a grantee chooses to cancel orders that are on hold, the value of d will decrease.  If a grantee chooses to allow orders to remain on hold, these orders will be sent forward to McKesson as soon as additional vaccine becomes available and when this happens, the value of d will decrease.

(e) This number represents the total number of doses not yet ordered (out of the total doses available to order) for this particular product as of the report date. This number is derived from b, c, and d.  

Note:  This balance report is limited to products that are available for purchase on CDC's federal influenza vaccine contracts, whether the doses were purchased on the federal vaccine contracts or not.  It does not include information about products that are not currently available on CDC's federal influenza vaccine contracts (i.e., CSL products).
