 Restriction on charging for cost of vaccine purchased on CDC contracts; level 2

Dear Grantees:

This message is intended to clarify the restrictions on charging or receiving reimbursement for vaccines that are supplied through the CDC pediatric, adult and influenza contracts.  All vaccine contracts negotiated by CDC include a clause that prohibits selling or being reimbursed for the cost of the vaccines.  This clause means that grantees and providers who receive vaccine purchased through any of CDC's contracts cannot charge the patient, parent, or insurance company for the cost of the vaccines.  This prohibition applies to the cost of the vaccine, not administration of the vaccine.
