 The purpose of this message is to answer grantee questions regarding planning for Hib and flu vaccines in the 2009 VOFA.  

 

Q:  How do I estimate my Hib allocation between the available Hib-containing vaccines?

 

A:  Because Hib is still being allocated on a monthly basis, the most efficient method may be to estimate your Hib needs for the first quarter of FY 2009 based upon the Hib allocations you received in August and September.  

 

Q:  How do I estimate my remaining 2008-2009 influenza allocations?

 

A: Grantees should allocate the vaccines not already included in August and September of the 2008 VOFA into the 2009 VOFA during October, November, and December.  

 

Q:  How do I estimate my 2009-2010 influenza allocations and where do I record this in VOFA?

 

A:  For now, we do not recommend including any estimated influenza vaccines for the 2009-2010 flu season in the VFC and state/local sections of VOFA.  Guidance and a possible change to VOFA will be forthcoming around the time of pre-booking. However, grantees that use 317 funds to purchase flu doses should be conscious of the fact that no additional 317 funds will be allocated for influenza vaccine purchases.  In order to properly calculate how much 317 budget is left for purchases other than flu, grantees may use their 2008-2009 estimates as a starting point and can reflect distribution of those doses in the 317 spend plan during the month of September (2009).  Grantees may also choose to utilize all their 317 dollars for other vaccines, with the understanding that if they later choose to use some of their 317 vaccine budget for flu, they must cut back in other vaccines.
