This message is intended only for grantees that have transitioned to centralized vaccine distribution.

As you are aware, McKesson is now utilizing chemical monitors with vaccine shipments.  Please note that according to the attached guidance, providers are instructed to contact the grantee VFC Program for further instructions prior to using the vaccine if:

· the 3M MonitorMark Time Temperature Indicator index color reads 2-5 for MMR or 3-5 for all other vaccines 
· the ColdMark Freeze Indicator appears violet in color 
If a provider calls the grantee VFC Program under these circumstances, please call McKesson customer service (877) 822-7746 which will arrange for the vaccine to be replaced immediately.

As a reminder, also attached is the all-grantee message dated November 5.  Please notify McKesson customer service immediately of dates you do not want your providers to receive vaccine shipments during the holiday season in November, December, and January.
