FW: UPDATE - HIB vaccine orders for transitioned grantees, level 2

This message is for grantees who have transitioned to McKesson

This message is intended to further explain information regarding the pending hib orders at McKesson mentioned in last Friday's all grantee message.

When placing provider orders for PedVax and ActHIB from McKesson, it is important not to exceed your HIB allocation.  Orders against February allocations should not be placed until the first week of February.  At that time, grantees should divide their February orders among the 4 weeks of the month.  

Product is arriving each week at McKesson as the vaccine is being manufactured and released.  When a grantee places orders in excess of their allocation, the system is unable to process orders for other grantees who are still within their allocation.  If you are one of the grantees who is over your allocation, your Project Officer will notify you to work with McKesson to cancel the excess orders.

CDC and McKesson are working together diligently on a resolution that will allow orders for grantees to be processed while others are held in backorder status.

Your and all grantees' willingness to follow this guidance will help assure that HIB orders can be processed.
