Subject: Placing Large Provider Orders for Adult Vaccines, Transitioned Grantees Only, level 2

 

This message is intended for grantees that have transitioned to centralized vaccine distribution.  This message has been updated to reflect changes and further information to the original guidance shared with grantees on March 12, 2008 regarding the process for informing CDC in advance about large orders of adult vaccines.  This updated guidance applies to ALL adult vaccine ordering plans, whereas the guidance provided in the June 9 all-grantee message applies exclusively to adult hepatitis B vaccine ordering plans.

Due to the inherent difficulty in determining the appropriate inventory to store at McKesson to ensure adequate supply of adult vaccines from week to week, we have been faced with some adult vaccines that have expired or were sent to your providers with a short expiration date.  Because the spend plans describe monthly purchase plans and do not contain NDC numbers, we are concerned that they are not sufficient to inform our weekly vaccine replenishment process.  We are doing some analyses to look at this further, but in the meantime, to help minimize vaccine loss and to ensure we have sufficient inventory to fill orders for adult vaccines, we have established a new procedure, effective immediately.  

If the sum of your entire project's orders for a particular product is anticipated to be in excess of 3,000 doses and if a monthly order volume of this size for this particular product is unusual for your project area, please contact CDC as soon as possible by sending the following information to vaccinedistributionc@cdc.gov  and cc your POB project officer:   

1.  Brand 

2.  Presentation (NDC) 

3.  Number of doses 

This communication will give CDC enough time to ensure adequate inventory at McKesson for large adult vaccine orders, and we are assuming that (in most cases) your own planning processes will allow you to know about large monthly orders somewhat in advance of placing them.  If you have any questions, please send an email to Joy Hill bme9@cdc.gov  and cc your POB project officer.  Thank you in advance for your cooperation.
