Subject: Processing of vaccine recall; Level 2

Last week a letter was sent to all providers or facilities that received recalled lots of Pedvax® and Comvax® vaccines directly from the Merck distribution facility.  For grantees who were using a depot for vaccine distribution, that letter from Merck was sent directly to the site for vaccine delivery (the distributor).  McKesson was notified of the recalled vaccines they received directly from Merck and in turn have identified the providers to whom the vaccine was shipped.  Through Stericycle, those providers will be contacted to return the recalled lots of vaccine.  Grantees who utilized a contractor other than McKesson anytime since April 2007 will need to assure that the providers who received the recalled lot numbers are contacted and instructed to stop using the vaccine and return unused product immediately. Stericycle is willing to assist in contacting providers directly, however, they will need to be contacted by the grantee (or distributor) with a listing of providers and addresses of any provider who was shipped the vaccine.  

If your grantee site was using a third-party distributor other than McKesson anytime since April of 2007, please obtain a listing of all providers shipped the affected lot numbers and contact Stericycle at the toll free number 1-800-643-0240 to coordinate recall of those doses.  It is important that we assure all providers who received the affected lots are contacted and given instructions for return of the vaccine.
