EXCESSIVE ALCOHOL

LEVELS FOR HEALTHY ADULTS BINGE DRINKING DEFINITIONS

MEN MEN
More than 2 drinks per day 5 or more drinks on a single occasion
WOMEN WOMEN
More than 1 drink per day 4 or more drinks on a single occasion

Certain people should avoid alcohol completely, including those who:

- Plan to drive or operate machinery, or participate in activities that require
skill, coordination, and alertness.

- Take certain over-the-counter or prescription medications.

- Have certain medical conditions.

- Are recovering from alcohol use disorder or are unable to control the amount that
they drink.

- Are younger than age 21.

- Are pregnant or might be pregnant.
