How CDC Dollars Can Improve DIAGNOSES:

e Expand routine screening of people in health care settings
e Increase testing in non-traditional settings (e.g., jails, emergency departments, street-based services) @
e Increase access to and use of HIV self-tests /’y

e Integrate STI and viral hepatitis screening into HIV testing services

® Integrate HIV, STI, and hepatitis treatment to holistically address the syndemic /,y

PREVENT: Prevent new HIV transmissions by using proven interventions, including
pre-exposure prophylaxis (PrEP) and syringe services programs (SSPs)
