e Forboth sexes combined, adults aged 85 and over (20.7%) were almost three times as likely as adults
aged 75-84 (7.0%) to need help with personal care from other persons, and adults aged 85 and over
were more than six times as likely as adults aged 65-74 (3.4%) to need help with personal care from
other persons.

e Among males and females aged 65 and over, the need for help with personal care from other persons
increased with age.

e Foradults aged 65 and over, and age groups 75-84 and 85 and over, women were more likely than men
to need help with personal care from other persons.

personal care from other persons was 9.7% for Hispanic adults, 5.8% for non-Hispanic white adults, and
10.6% for non-Hispanic black adults.

e Non-Hispanic white adults were less likely to need help with personal care from other persons compared
with Hispanic adults and non-Hispanic black adults.
